This topic was chosen by me in order to attract students’ attention to the risk connected with the excessive amount of waste  and the need to segregate it.

Topic: What can be done about the waste?- its kind, sources and ways of dealing with it
Introduction:
· preparing the classroom

· greeting the students, checking the presence list, writing the topic of the lesson in the register

· familiarizing students with the topic of the classes  connected with the project ‘Youth 4 Earth’  which is  being implemented in our school. Students will learn how to reduce the negative influence on the environment, they will also  get to know different kinds of waste, ways of eliminating waste  and dealing with it, different ecological signs put on the packaging and ways of reading them. 
Realization 

1.Waste – definition of the word and  the classification of waste 

· a talk about waste

· giving the students a definition of this word and different kinds of waste 
Waste  - different materials and substances solid or liquid which were generated as a result of human activities.  Waste can be divided into municipal, industrial, medical and hazardous.
· making    students aware of the problem concerning waste

The problem of waste is one of the most important problems in Poland and all over the world . In Poland about 130- 135 million od tones of waste are being generated every year 11 million of which are municipal waste produced in our households, the rest is industrial waste.

On average each Pole produces about 300 kilos of municipal waste every year.

2. Reducing the amount of waste

· a talk about what should be done to redcuce the amount of waste 

· How can we reduce our negative influence on the environment?
 ( enclosure no. 1)

3. The ways of eliminating waste

· a talk about eliminating waste

· familiarizing students with  different ways of eliminating waste – giving the definition of recycling, storage, composting and disposal
 (enclosure no. 2)

The waste should be removed from the nearest human environment. They are taken at landfills, dumps, they are burnt, however during their storage or incineration a lot of harmful substances get through to the environment.
It is a really serious problem in today’s society.

 In Poland every year we throw:

· 530 thousand tons of paper and cardboard packaging

· 466 thousand tons of glass  packaging
· 276 thousand tons of plastic packaging
· 130 thousand tons of metal packaging

The teacher asks students which way of eliminating waste is the most advantegous for us and for the environment and why.(recycling)
To use this method people have to segregate waste – it should be segregated taking into account the material  from which they were produced that is white / colourful glass, plastic, paper and metal.
 When we segregate our waste we reduce the amount of litter even for about 70%, we save   both the renewable materials and  our money and energy.

4. The need to segregate  waste

The teacher reminds students about the collection of aluminium cans , hazardous used batteries and plastic bottle caps which takes place in our school every year.

· a talk about segregating waste

· students work in pairs, they try to write down a few examples of things which can be thrown to the  garbage containers : glass, plastic, paper and metal.

· discussing the task by analysing the enclosure no 3.
5. The examples of ecological signs concerning recycling and ecological packaging.

6. Dividing students into groups and discussing the tasks.
Task 1 

Writing  ecological ideas, each group has to think about 5 ideas, then students present their ideas.

Task 2. Doing the crossword ( enclosure no. 5)
Discussing the task, checking the crossword.
Summing up

Drawing the conclusions concerning garbage segregation. It is not the same , so we should segregate it and later reuse it.

Collecting waste we take care about our health and environment.

Setting the homework
The teacher asks students to work in pairs or groups and prepare at home 

‘eco advert’- encouraging people to take care about the environment and to bring for the next lesson different materials – waste. The next lesson will concern   the topic:

‘Litter clothes ‘ – the second  life of litter – my way to reduce waste.
Enclosure 1

How we can reduce our negative influence on the environment?

1. Firstly buy products that have not a lot packaging e.g. a toothbrush doesn’t need to have an extra packaging

While shopping take only as many shopping  bags as you need and try to put your shopping into paper or material bags that can be used many times.

Buy products in bigger packaging if you know you will use them all.

2. Secondly reuse the packaging

If you have a bag don’t throw it away, reuse it even as a litter bag.

Try to use reusable containers, the best are glass ones. If you have to take plastic ones and  reuse them later.

Use rechargeable batteries instead of disposable ones.

If you don’t need something give it to somebody else.

If you can,  repair things instead of throwing them away.

3. Thirdly segregate waste so it could be recycled.
Recycling is  processing waste into new items. Producing  recyclable product takes less energy than producing a new one. 
So before you buy something check if this product or its packaging can be recycled. It’s very important to segregate waste correctly.
You must put plastic, glass, paper and metal in seperate containers.

4. Save energy

In winter don’t set the radiator for the highest temperature

Close windows and doors in rooms used less often than others, 

If you open windows don’t do it for a very long time,

Don’t put anything on the radiator

Turn off a TV and a computer  when you don’t use them.  Even during the standby option energy is used

Take out the chargers from the sockets if you don’t charge anything

Use energysaving bulbs, they save energy for about 80%

Save paper, print on both sides of the paper

Save water especially hot one , turn off the taps, repair the leaking  tap
If you have a dishwasher at home, use it only when it’s full, do the same thing with your washing machine

 When you cook cover the pots and saucepans, it saves energy for about 30 %

Buy local  food  - transport takes a lot of energy

Use the phone or the Internet instead of sending mail or going somewhere on your own.

Walk as much as possibile, cycle , if you have to go to a further place use public transport: buses or trains

Use the plane only when you travel to a very distant place.

Enclosure 2

Recycling - is a process to change (waste) materials into new products to prevent waste of potentially useful materials, 
Storage -  storing waste in one place for further treatment
Composting – storing organic waste in order to process it into compost. 
It involves the aerobic decomposition  of organic materials  which are in municipal waste 

Disposal – using the industrial waste for further processing or producing new things from it

Bioindicators -  indicators, biological indicators,  different species of animals and plants which have varied sensitivity and characteristic reaction to  the environmental factors. One of the best examples of bioindicators are lichens. Its  presence , composition, size provide information about the state of the environment.
Enclosure 3 

A blue container – paper:

For recycling you can use: 
newspapers, books in soft covers, cardoboard and cardboard boxes and cartons, paper bags, packing paper, notebooks

You can’t throw there:
 packaging with something inside, dirty, greasy paper, foiled  and varnished paper from posters, leaflets, wallpaper, thermal paper,  multimaterial packaging (milk or juice cartons), hygienic things, wet, damp paper

A yellow container –metal and plastic
For recycling you can use:

Empty plastic bottles

Steel and aluminium  packaging

 Milk and juice cartons 

Plastic packaging concerning food

Plastic and foiled bags

Clean plastic containers

You can’t throw there:

Medicine packaging, oil, grease bottles, paints and varnish  cans, toys, insecticides bottles, kitchen appliances
A  white container (transparent glass) , a green container ( colourful glass)

 For recycling you can use:

Glass bottles, jars, glass containers

You can’t throw there: 
window panes, car windows, mirrors, pottery, reinforced glass, glasses, plates, glass dishes,  light bulbs, class medicine containers or bottles, kinescopes,

Important note :

  You don’t have to wash the bottles before throwing them away.

Remember about hazardous waste! –throw it only to special containers.
Hazardous waste poses a threat to human life and the environment e.g

Oil and grease

Batteries

Kitchen appliances (e.g. an old fridge)

Medicines and medical waste
