Topic: Something out of nothing - second life of the rubbish

Preparation:

Arrange desks and chairs for group work

Eco greeting

Realization:

· Reading an extract of the book "I am Judym...", "the stinking rubbish" by Olgiert Wieczorka

"... although it stinks and seems worthless the rubbish has found its admirers mainly abroad. It occupies attention of many prestigious universities and research institutes and has become the subject of their analysis and prognosis. The mountain of rubbish that we produce can be compared to the Himalayas. An average Japanese produces 1000 kg of rubbish every year, a German around 500 kg and a Polish, as you know from our previous lesson, around 300kg. Why don't we finally do something good and not throw away things that might still be useful just because it's immoral..." .

Today we will try to do something useful out of the rubbish that we have collected and brought to school. Later on we will organise a school exhibition so that other students could use your ideas. 

I can see that you have different boxes, plastic plates and cutlery, newspapers and magazines, bottle tops, foil, cans.

You are already familiar with the importance of waste segregation. Nevertheless, before we throw rubbish to the recycling container let's think if we could do something useful out of it.

In the box there are different kinds of rubbish. I want you to pick one piece of rubbish. You have divided into groups by picking the same kind of rubbish.

Students who have newspapers sit at table 1, cans- table 2, bottle tops - table 3, plastic plates- table 4.

In the boxes there are things you have brought for the lesson. Think what you can do out of them. I'm sure you will have great ideas.

· students have a brainstorming session. They have to choose one idea 

           and arrange their work on how to realize it.

· Working in groups students create useful things such as boxes for crayons, bookmarks, etc.

The final part will take place later.

· students prepare an exhibition of their works in the school main hall on 23rd April which is the School's Day of the Earth. They invite younger colleagues for the exhibition and tell them about the things they have produced out of rubbish. They try to bring their awareness to the useful side of the processed rubbish.
