Topic: Is this rubbish ours?  
The Initial Part

Have  the classroom prepared for working in groups.
Eco greeting

Part of the essential

1.Students listen to a CD recording which was prepared earlier by two students.
2. Good morning. It’s seven o’clock and you’re listening to Eco Radio. You’re just about to listen to an extremely intriguing broadcast. The topic of it has a bit smelly overtone.
3. Polish people produce 45 million cubic metres of waste every year.  It’s about 300 kilos per person. If all this waste, packed  in one –cubic- metre boxes,  was laid along the equator it would cover the whole Earth around. In this way the Eco Agency pictured the problem of waste production. Dear listeners, what do you think of it? We’re waiting for your calls.
4. Students equipped with toy mobile phones call the radio and express their opinions.
5. These are the examples of students’ utterances:

· It’s horrible, it has never crossed my mind that we produce so much waste. I’m 11 years old so the waste from Polish households  has encircled the Earth 11 times through my entire life. And what about the waste from other countries. It looks that we live in a huge  dump.

· it’s unbelievable. How can you deal with such a huge mountain of rubbish? I had no idea it’s such a problem.

        6. Teacher: What do you think you can do to make the amount of waste go down?

           Students:

· buy and bin less

· read the labels over

· buy things reusable

· always use eco bags

· give away things you do not need any more 

· segregate and recycle
The practical part

Teacher  gives tasks to students working in groups.

T: On the piece of paper  you’ve got there is a triangle which symbolises a  mount of rubbish. On the top of the mount there are people. The triangle is divided into two parts.

Each student has to draw a symbol in the upper part which characterises him or her. In the lower part draw different kinds of rubbish that people bin. Next step is to draw lines that match your symbol with the kind of rubbish that has ever been binned  by your family.

Students realize that they have drawn lines to all the elements.

T: Who do you think is responsible for the production of all the rubbish?

Students notice that we are all responsible.

T: Now I want you to stick the recycling containers at the bottom of your pictures. Segregate the rubbish by drawing lines matching the different kinds of rubbish to the right container. Try to use the corresponding colours of the felt-tip pens.
The final part

T: Having refelected on what we discussed on the lesson please write a letter to our Mother Earth at home.
